Bumgarner Wines focuses on premium varietals from the Sierra Foothills. Limited case production allows our winemaker, Brian Bumgarner to personally craft each wine, from tank to barrel to bottle. The 2006 Cabernet Sauvignon is our second release and is receiving great reviews, only 296 cases produced. 

 The 2006 Cabernet Sauvignon is a blend of five small lots from a single vineyard grown at high elevation. It was made from three different clones of Cabernet Sauvignon, clone 337, clone 6, and clone 4 that were co-fermented then blended with Petit Verdot and Malbec. The wine was aged in 80% new French Oak and 20% American Oak barrels for 28 months.

The 2006 Bumgarner "Five Fingers" Cabernet Sauvignon delivers the quality and intensity usually associated with California's more famous mountain districts but just happens to come from El Dorado.  Bumgarner "Five Fingers" is classic California Cabernet Sauvignon with aromas redolent of black cherries and cassis underpinned with earth, cedar notes and spice.  This elegant and complex wine illustrates the exceptional potential of El Dorado Mountain grown Cabernet in the right hands.  Watch out Napa!
